
Selection Procedure and Eligibility Criteria

 Chief Minister’s Green Fellowship Programme – 2025-26
Assam Pollution Control Board

1. Selection Procedure

Stage - A: Nomination

i. Each College/University/Institution shall nominate a maximum of 10 (ten) students 
as per the stated Eligibility Criteria (Eligible Criteria at Point-2).

ii. The  concerned  College/University/Institution  shall  submit  the  Application  of  the 
nominated  students  either  through  Online  or  Offline  Mode  (preferably  through 
Online Mode). For Online submission of Application LINK is provided in the website 
of  the  Board  –  www.pcbassam.org.  The  last  date  of  submission  of  Online 
Application is 28th November, 2025.

iii.  The  Application  duly  forwarded/recommended  by  the  concerned  College/ 
University/Institution  shall  only  be  considered  as  eligible  for  the  Programme, 
otherwise Application shall be rejected. 

Stage - B: Short listing of Candidates

Eligible candidates may be further short listed at such a ratio of the total applications 
received  or  otherwise  as  desired  by  the  Board  based  on  the  credit  score  on 
educational and preferred qualifications (Eligible Criteria at Point- 2.12 and 2.13).

Stage - C: Final selection

Final selection shall be made from among the short listed candidates. The Board may 
conduct written test or personal interview or may be both for the purpose as situation 
demands. The date, time and venue of such test/interview shall be intimated well in 
advance.

Note:  Adoption of  final  selection  criteria  shall  be the sole  discretion of  the Assam 
Pollution Control Board. 

2. Eligibility Criteria
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2.1  The student  must  be a  permanent  resident  of  Assam with  domicile  period  as 
governed by the existing law (Permanent Resident Certificate or other Residential 
Identity proof from concerned authority)

2.2  The students must be in the age group of Minimum 19 years and Maximum 22 
years (Proof of age is essential)

2.3  The applicant must be enrolled as a full-time regular student of Under Graduate 
(UG) Programme (B.Sc) studying in 3rd, 4th, 5th and 6th Semester in a government 
or provincialised University / College / Institution.

2.4  The student  must  be  pursuing  B.  Sc  degree  course  with  major  in  Chemistry, 
Physics,  Botany,  Zoology,  Ecology,  Agricultural  Science,  Bio-technology,  Life 
Science and Environmental Science with minimum aggregate score of 70% marks 
or equivalent CGPA with no active backlogs.

2.5 No Objection Certificate (NOC) from parent/guardian is mandatory for undertaking 
the internship abroad.

2.6 Selected students and their parents must submit Written Undertaking as per the 
given format (Format shall be provided to the selected candidates in due course).  

2.7 The selected student  as well as his/her Parent/Guardian must submit Notarized 
Affidavit on Non-Judicial Stamp Paper of Rs. 10 or above separately as per the 
given format (Format shall be provided to the selected candidates in due course).  

2.8 Selected candidates shall  work for  4 to 6 weeks on a faculty-guided research 
project  at  the host  institution  in  a foreign country  and shall  also participate  in 
professional development sessions.

2.09 Valid Indian Passport: (If Passport is not possessed by any student at the time 
of application, he/she must submit the documentary evidence of applying for the 
same at concerned authority with the application. However, submission of Valid 
Indian Passport immediately after the selection of a candidate is mandatory)

2.10 Photo identity proof:  One photo identity proof other than Passport as approved 
by the Government of India (PAN Card/driving licence/ Voter ID Card, etc.) 

2.11 Proof of Address: Aadhaar Card (mandatory)

2.13 Preferred Qualification

a) Experience: Experience of working or participation in any research project / 
exhibition / subject oriented minor project (Proof of experience).

b) Communication Skills: Good speaking and writing skills in local language as 
well as in English language. 

c) Problem Solving Skills: Data Analysis, Project Report Preparation etc. (Proof 
of skills).

e) Extra-curricular Skills: Extra-curricular skills in any domain (Proof of skill).

2.14 Physical Fitness and Moral Conduct

(i) Medical Fitness Certificate (from Registered Physician) 

(ii)  Certificate  of  Good  Moral  Conduct  (from  the  Head  of  the  respective 
College/University/institution)

3. Additional Instructions

 The short-term research internship will  be scheduled tentatively between Jan-April 
2026 for a period of 4 to 6 weeks, subject to travel clearances.

 The programme may be cancelled, deferred, or modified at any stage, if conditions 
are deemed unfavourable or unsafe by the competent authority.

 Selected  students  must  maintain  discipline,  decorum,  and represent  the  State  of 
Assam responsibly throughout the programme.
